Where’s My Apple?

Getting acquainted

Label apple cutouts (see the large apple pattern on
page 8) with youngsters’ names and scatter the apples
on the floor. Get a basket. Gather youngsters around
the apples and recite the couplet below, inserting a
student’s name. Prompt students to reply with the
couplet shown. Then encourage the child to find her
apple and put it in the basket. Continue in the same way
with other students’ names.

Teacher: All these apples fell from the tree.

Where can [child’s name]’s apple be?
Students: [Child’s name], [child’s name], look around.

Find your apple on the ground.

Attendance

This adorable display won't take up a lot of valuable wall
space! Personalize a jumbo craft stick for each child and draw
a smile on each stick, as shown, so the stick resembles a
worm. (If desired, spray-paint the sticks green before labeling.)
Attach the loop side of a Velcro fastener piece to the back
of each worm. Make a large poster board apple cutout and
securely attach it to your wall. Then attach the hook side of the
Velcro fastener pieces to the apple cutout. Before youngsters
arrive each day, place the worms on a table. Each child finds
his worm and attaches it to the apple. If you want youngsters
to transition to using a sign-in sheet, have them use their
worms as guides to help them write their names.
